     The beginning of Advent

 November is the month of Thanksgiving, but it often also includes the beginning of a new 
church year. This year, November 29 is the first Sunday of Advent. The season of Advent is about 
Jesus, the Word, “coming.” It’s about anticipating and preparing for Christ’s arrival. 
 God comes to us in many and various ways. He speaks to us through the prophets and saints. He 
comes and speaks to us when we are listening. He comes in the beauty and mysteries of nature. Most  of 
all, God comes in the person of Christ, speaking to his listeners face to face. 
 Pastor Edmund Steimle put it this way: “The Christian story is a story of God coming into the 
middle of life, of our lives, opening the dialogue with us.” 
 That’s what Advent is really  all about: God visiting the earth in person to speak with anyone and 
everyone who is ready to do so.

“Why do we have to mail 
parishioners a copy of the budget for the upcoming 
year?” asked a member of the pledge team.  Others 
chimed in, “Yes. Why do we do that  when we’re 
trying to encourage parishioners to give as an 
expression of faith and thankfulness – as a spiritual 
exercise?  Doesn’t making it  fiscal send a mixed 
message?  Doesn’t it contradict what we’re trying 
to encourage parishioners to do – to put faith into 
action?”  We went back and forth about this for 
some time.  I believe I said something like this, or, 
at least, I hope I did, “There’s a difference between 
faith in God and faith in the church.  We want to 
encourage giving as a concrete expression of faith 
in God, but parishioners need to know that  the 
church is being responsible in how we use the 
money they give.”

Soon you’ll receive a pledge packet in the mail 
from St. Paul’s.  Its purpose is to provide you with 
the opportunity to give – to pledge your financial 
support to the church during 2010.  Its purpose is to 
offer the opportunity to give – to pledge your 
abilities, your energies, your time and your 
passions to the church in service of God.  Pledging 
is a spiritual exercise. When you receive the pledge 
packet open it. Read it.  Ponder it.  Reflect upon 
what God has given you throughout the years – all 
that God has given you.  Pray about what God 
wants you to give in service of His mission in this 
world through St. Paul’s.  Fill out the enclosed 
pledge forms – both the financial form and the time 
and talent form.  Bring the forms to church with 
you on November 8, 15, or 22 or if you can’t, mail 
them to the church office.  Offer them to God as an 
outward and material sign of your spiritual worship.  
Then your pledge will be combined with other 
parishioners’ pledges to enable us to accomplish 
Christ’s mission through St. Paul’s.

Pledging is really all about Christ’s mission.  What 
is that mission?  This is how St. Paul’s phrases it:  
“The Mission of St. Paul's Church is to be a loving 
community  of Christians seeking to be faithful to 
God and renewed through the Gospel. We aim to 

love God through sharing the sacraments, worship 
and prayer; ministering to people, spreading God's 
Word, seeking to become better stewards, working 
toward the Kingdom of God within us and the 
world.

We try to fortify our members to carry  out  Christ's 
mission through the various programs and 
ministries that we offer, including worship, music, 
pastoral care and support, fellowship, adult 
education and ministries, church school and youth 
ministries, outreach and missions, support of the 
m i n i s t r i e s o f t h e E p i s c o p a l C h u r c h , 
communication, provision and maintenance space 
for our members and the wider community, and the 
provision of assorted other services for parishioners 
and the community. On he basis of last year’s 
numbers recalibrated with actual time spent by  staff 
in each area of ministry almost 20% of your pledge 
supports worship and music; 8% supports pastoral 
care; 2% supports fellowship activities; 6 % 
supports adult ministries; 10% supports ministries 
f o r c h i l d r e n a n d y o u t h ; 7 % s u p p o r t s 
communications; about 20% supports the space we 
use for our shared life and use by  the wider 
community; 15% supports the mission and 
ministries of the Diocese and the Episcopal Church, 
and 6% supports outreach. 

Your pledge of financial and volunteer support 
make those programs possible, and that furthers our 
accomplishment of Christ’s mission through this 
church.  Please make your pledge an ongoing act of 
faith, gratitude and service for God and in the name 
of Christ.

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Pledge Season

November has always been associated with harvest 
time for me and with my favorite holiday – 
Thanksgiving.  I’ve always felt that it’s a 
marvelous coincidence that pledge time takes place 
during the time of harvest and thanksgiving.  Our 
pledge to support  the service of God through the 
Church are based upon the “harvest” of what God 
has given us and expresses our sincere appreciation 
for God’s generosity.  This year St. Paul’s has set 
aside three Sundays (the Saturdays before them, 
too, of course) as Pledge Sundays – November 
8,13, & 22.  Please bring your pledge form to 
church with you and offer them to God as tangible 
signs of your life as well as the resources that God 
has entrusted to you.  This parish is your 
community  and we all need your help.  Give 
generously, give proportionately to God’s gifts to 
you, and in any case consider increasing your 
pledge by at least 5%.  Then bring your pledge 
forms to church on one of those days.  Place them 
in the Pledge Basket at the transept when you 
come forward for Communion.  After Communion, 
at each of the services, we will offer all of our 
tithes to God as an expression of our thankfulness 
for all that God has given us and to ask God to 
bless our contributions – to increase their 
effectiveness in serving His purposes.  This is our 
sacrament to God – the outward and physical sign 
of our faith and devotion to Christ.

               Preliminary 2010 Budget

   Preliminary Projected Expenses: $545,857

This represents a 3% increase over last yearÕs 
budget, largely based upon an increase for an 
Assistant RectorÕs compensation. Parishioners 
are asked to consider increasing their pledges by 
3% in order to help the church balance our 2010 
budget.  The parish is trying to cut expenses, but 
we need your help to balance the budget.

Your creativity in bringing 
these lessons to life is amazing.  Thank you for all 
those extra miles you go for the youth of St. Paul’s.  
We welcome our newest 4th grade teacher Laura 
Martorelli who has filled our last opening.  Thank 
you Laura; we’re enjoying having you on board 
with us.

Our school year is 
off to a great start.  We 

are making new friends and getting to know one 
another.  During October both the 3 and 4 year olds 
began their fire safety units.  The 4’s were visited 
by some members of the North Kingstown fire 
department who brought a fire engine and a rescue 
vehicle to our school.  Both age groups were 
treated to visits from fire fighter dads, Mr. Sironen 
and Mr. Beattie, who spoke to the children and 
dressed up in their gear.  Both groups learned 
about fire safety  and have begun practicing fire 
drills, which are required by  the RI Department of 
Education.

Both 
our 3’s and 4’s started music classes with “Miss 
Maria” Day  Hyde.  We will continue these lessons 
through out the year.
 During October our 3’s were busy learning 
about circles, the color orange and signs of Fall.  
We went on nature walks and used our five senses 
to see, touch, hear, smell and taste the changes that 
take place as fall begins.  We invited our parents 
and children in the 3 year old program to visit the 
school at night for an open house so they could 
better understand what we do at school all 
morning. 
 All of our children celebrated Halloween 
with a variety of songs, poems, books, games and a 
parade of one sort or another.  We wore our 
costumes to school and had a Halloween party.  We 

also all had our pictures taken early  this year so we 
could have them back in plenty of time for the 
holidays.  We should be getting them back soon.  
Hope everyone smiled. 
 St. Paul’s Nursery School will be having a 
fund raiser for the month of November.

Dear Friends,

The 2009 Diocesan-wide campaign is about 
$50,000 behind where it would usually  be at this 
time of year, with pledges tallying about $370,000 
of the $500,000 annual goal. Five parishes in the 
diocese have already exceeded their goal, and 
another six parishes have met at least 90% of their 
challenge.  At St. Paul’s, $31,847 has been pledged 
to date -- 76% of our $41,768 challenge goal. For 
many years, our parish has demonstrated 
leadership and steadfast generosity in supporting 
Episcopal Charities, and usually  exceeding our 
goal, through good times and tough times.
 
Every  gift is important, no matter the size. A very 
heartfelt  “THANK YOU” to EACH of the 163 
households who have contributed to Episcopal 
Charities this year. If yours is among the 125 or so 
households that have not made a pledge or 
donation this year, IT IS NOT TOO LATE TO 
PARTICIPATE to help in raising the $9,921 we 
need to meet our challenge goal. A check payable 
to “Episcopal Charities Fund” can be mailed to the 
parish office or placed with your offering at any  of 
the services. 
 
Episcopal Charities distributes its grants to secular 
and faith-based agencies on the front line in areas 
such as health, women’s issues, youth services, 
senior services, hunger, housing, mental health, 
substance abuse and domestic violence. With 
God’s help  and yours, together we can open the 
skies to a better tomorrow for the afflicted, abused, 
forgotten, and impoverished. As we enter the 
season of Thanksgiving, it is time to count our 
blessings, pray  for those in need, and do what we 
can to make a very  real difference in the lives of 
our neighbors across Rhode Island.

We anticipate, however, that  St. Paul's CSA will 
have much lower membership costs since it will 
not be for profit. Some of the harvest will be made 
available to those less fortunate in our midst. We 
plan to begin preparation of the ground very soon 
and hope to harvest the first crops by late spring of 
next year. This is an excellent opportunity to work 
together to grow inexpensive, healthy organic 
produce and to provide an example of 
environmental stewardship, cooperation, and 
tithing to the community around us. Please 
consider joining us!
