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We were just chatting recently,
when Deb said, “I’m not ready for winter!” A brief
conversation ensued about the summer not having
been long, sunny or warm enough to fortify us for a
long, cold, and possibly snowy winter. It has been
a disappointing summer when it came to weather.

If you’ve lived any length of life at all, no doubt
you’ve been acquainted with disappointments. For
some life can be full of them, but all of us
experience them from time to time. Whether it was
not getting that certain special Christmas present
we wanted as a child or watching our retirement
funds dwindle in the recent economic downturn.

People experience disappointments of various
kinds.

We respond to the experience of disappointments in
different ways. Disappointments hurt, and so we
try to protect ourselves in one way or another.
Some of us have learned to try extra hard to plan
things in order to make sure that what we hope for
will actually take place in the ways we wish. This
is the most positive of the usual strategies for
averting disappointment except for one thing. It
can easily tip into being controlling of others, and
can spoil what we hope for by overwhelming other
people or ourselves. Others of us try to protect our
selves from disappointment by limiting or
altogether keeping our selves from having
expectations. The problem with this strategy is that
the people, who follow this practice often keep
them selves from having hope or enjoying what
positive experiences do actually come their way.
Still others of us have a penchant for scanning the
horizon of our daily lives to pick up signs of
disappointment or adversity, I suppose simply to
take counter measures to limit potential negative
impacts or to do damage control even before ill
fortune strikes. Alas, this approach often times
creates an anxious mindset and a propensity to
catastrophize, which causes much more
unpleasantness than the strategy seeks to avoid.

How can we deal with disappointments
then?  Characters throughout the Bible and the
history of the Church also experienced
disappointment. We can learn some of the ways that
they handled it. 1) When we are disappointed it’s
best to face it — not deny it or pretend that we’re not
disappointed. Whether Moses or one of the
prophets, whenever disappointments materialized
they addressed it — often expressing that they were
frustrated or dismayed that their expectations
weren’t met. 2) They communicated their thoughts
and feelings to God, and trusted that He could take
it, actually often exaggerating their feelings, saying
things like, “Why not just kill me and be done with
it.”  3) Then, once they got their feelings and
thoughts off their chest they eventually got over it.
4) Once they did they renewed their trust in God
and renewed their hope as well. 5) They made their
plans and went with the flow of how God would
work them out, enjoying the positive experiences
they did see and emphasizing them by thanking
God for them.

So face your disappointments; let God in on them;
get over it; renew your trust in God; let God give
you renewed hope; make your plans; go with the
flow; look for the positive; and thank God.

Parish

The Rector has asked me to write to the parish
about my plans to fully retire from the parish
ministry as of Christmas Day, 2009.

I would first like to thank all of you for the
reception and continuing support of my ministry
over the last 1 2 years. It was a glorious cap-off of
ordained ministry with which God has blessed me
over the past 35 + years.

As an ordained person (counting the beginning of
postulancy in 1967), I have been in Church for
Sundays, holy days, midweek services and special
services - this is a lot of church!!!!- and can be
calculated to represent nearly 2,000 acts of public
worship. I have served as Curate, Associate
Rector, Rector, Vicar (settled and interim), part-
time Assistant and Sunday Supply Priest in five
diocese and twelve congregations. When I came to
St. Paul’s I tried to cut-down on attendance at
public worship and visible functions of the
ministry and found it to be a nearly impossible
task. It was my own decision to become involved
as much or as little as I wished (your rector
provided more freedom than I have ever had.) As a
priest of the church (and also a clinical dentist) I
have had the reputation of ‘throwing my whole
self” into the total job and ultimately it has begun
to catch-up with me. I can blame all of this on my
late father- who would open his office and factory
at 5:30 every morning and would complain if the
engineers and professional staff were not there by
6:30 to show ‘interest’ in their jobs. It’s surprising
that he gave-up enough time to attend his own
funeral- he would have disapproved- believing that
time off for sickness or any other excuse is a waste
of God-given time. He died at the age of 77 and
did not enjoy retirement at all. I thoroughly intend
to break with this family tradition in my own
generation.

With the advice and counsel of some of my friends
who are bishops and fellow priests, and with the
strong advice of my personal health-care providers,

daughter in the place we have chosen as our
permanent retirement home in Waterford,
Michigan. It is apparent that this final decision is
more and more incumbent on me. As winter
approaches Waterford, Michigan is just as cold in
the long winter season as it is in some parts of New
England. The dampness saturates the air
especially in the summer. But most of Kathy’s
remaining relatives reside within walking distance
of our new condominium and it will be good to
gather with the family for the major holidays of the
year. As a priest, primarily involved in parish
ministry, I very rarely had the opportunity to open
presents with extended family on Christmas Eve or
Christmas Day. We never had the opportunity to
‘kick-off” our shoes and stay overnight with our
relatives on Thanksgiving weekend or Easter
vacation. [ would never have deprived the parish
of my committed service at these times, but now it
is time for us to be a family in ways we haven’t
known in so many years.

St. Paul’s parish is nothing less than “paradise”-
here on earth. I would often tell people that I felt
like I was living in a post card or tourist magazine.
You people have a lot of grace and that’s like the
“sunshine which shines through a stained glass
window”...All of this is because of God’s
abundant gifts bestowed on this parish and your
ability to enjoy them with each other.

Please don’t keep this faith- make sure that you
share it.

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Old Narragansett Church Report

Once again it is the time to say “au revoir” to the
Old Narragansett Church until next summer. As
seasons go, this has been a fairly quiet one for the
Old Church.

However the
Art Festival weekend as usual, raised our
attendance for July to over 1,200. August, with
our strange and hot weather, kept the number of
visitors down to a little over 400—giving us a total
of a little over 1,600, quite a bit lower than is
normal.

much appreciated.

A few years ago many of us did not mind
hopping up on the pews to do that very necessary
job but as the years go on, it becomes less of a
pleasure, and more dangerous. Thank you so
much, Joe!

Tecewe. .=, land that sustains us is a
ZE-;::—-— _‘35“%: biblical mandate. The Laws
of the Pentateuch include
provisions that involve care not just for the poor
and needy, but also for the land itself. Besides
the leaning laws which required that fields not be
harvested to their edges an that the gleanings of the
harvest be left on the ground for the poor to gather
( Leviticus 19: 9-10 ), every seventh year was to be
a national Sabbath for the land:

In the seventh year there shall be a sabbath
of complete rest for the land, a sabbath for the
Lord: you shall not sow your field or prune your
vineyard. You shall not reap the aftergrowth of
your harvest or gather the grapes of your
unpruned vine: it shall be a year of complete rest
for the land....Should you ask, What shall we eat in
the seventh year, if we may not sow or gather in
our crop? | will order my blessing for you in the
sixth year, so that it will yield a crop for three
years. When you sow in the eighth year, you will
be eating from the old crop; until the ninth year,
when its produce comes in, you shall eat the old.

(Leviticus 25:4-5; 20-22)

In addition, every fiftieth year, the ear of jubilee,
was also a Sabbath year for the land (Lev. 25:10).
Such laws had the practical effect of not
exhausting the land. But, when followed, they also
effectively reminded the people that ultimately
their sustenance and provision came not by their
own labors but by GodOs grace
